‘La Picnolepsia de Tshombé’

A través d'un mosaic
d’imatges, documents i tex-
tos, s’estableixen fils i meta-
fores que connecten el pre-
sent amb un passat recent,
i ens conviden a reflexionar
sobre la desigual i comple-
xa relacid establerta en-
tre Occident i el continent
africa, els processos de
descolonitzacio i les seves
conseqgléncies. La narra-
cié arrenca els anys seixan-
ta, durant els complexos i
emocionants camins de la
descolonitzacio, amb la misteriosa desaparicid a Espa-
nya d’'un home clau en la histdoria de la Republica De-
mocratica del Congo i ens porta fins a un aspecte del
fenomen de la immigracio africana.

Through a mosaic of images, documents and texts, as-
sociations and metaphors that connect the present with
the recent past are established, inviting us to reflect on
the uneven and complex relationship between the West
and Africa, decolonization processes and their conse-
quences. The narration begins in the 60s, during the
complex and exciting decolonization of Africa, with the
mysterious disappearance in Spain of a key figure in the
history of the DRC, bringing us closer to one facet of the
phenomenon of African immigration.

Aquest treball parla de natura i de la complexa relacid
que I’ésser huma hi estableix. Es un recorregut de més
de 6.000 km a través de la naturalesa romanesa, co-
mencat el 2014 i que culmina el 2018 amb la publicacid
d’un fotollibre del projecte.

Els estereotips son fruit de la ignorancia i les teories, i
com l'escorca de l'arbre, només mostren una capa ex-
terna de la realitat. Amb aquest treball es pretén aixecar
aquesta capa externa per aprofundir en les profundes
arrels de la societat romanesa i la seva estreta relacio
amb el medi natural.

This work addresses nature and the complex relation-
ship human beings establish with it. It is a voyage of
over 6000 km through the Romanian “wilderness”,
which began in 2014 and culminated in 2018 with the
publication of a photo book of the project.

Stereotypes are the result of ignorance and theories,
and like the bark of a tree, they only show an external
layer of reality. This work seeks to take off this external
layer, to delve even deeper into the deep roots of Roma-
nian society and its close relationship with the natural
environment.

In an attempt to offer visual testimony of feminine
youth in this community, the project delves into the
stages that proceed the maturity of these girls, in or-
der to represent the wildest facet of their existence in
contrast with the restrictions they will have to face once
they lose their virginity and become women.
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
